 Entries previously judged are not allowed. Due to display space limitation, we 

will not accept ceiling or wall hanging submissions. 
 Entries with electrical cords and lights will be disqualified. 
 Entries that are mounted or finished with non-ceramic backing that obstructs the 

ability to view the bottoms and insides during judging, will be disqualified for 
Best in Show.
