» Entry will consist of four (4) eggs

» Only one entry (of 4 eggs) per class in Division 1

» Only the exhibitors are allowed to set eggs into the judging cartons

» One (1) egg will be broken by judges for internal inspection

» Eggs should be uniform in shape, shell texture, size, color and appearance.

» Serious defects include more than one yolk, staleness, polished or over-
prepared shells, a developing embryo, excessive blood streaks and meat
spots.

» An entry will be considered for disqualification if an addition of coloring to
shells is suspected.
